Beijing Olympic Games 2008 Special Report

Beijing, China - You could definitely argue that the Beijing 2008 Summer Olympic Games was the 
most intense and competitive, but on the other hand, a no competition. China basically pulled away in 
the gold medal count and there was absolutely no opportunity for U.S.A. to catch up to them, as in the 
end, they had 13 less than China. One of the major events in the Olympics was seeing the “Baltimore 
Bullet” (A.K.A. Michael Phelps) revealing he is invincible, capturing 8 gold medals, which is a world 
record surpassing the previous record, 7 with Mark Spitz.

20 Years Till World Destruction
Washington D.C. - For all those environmental skeptics out there this is a shocker!
Exactly two decades after warning America about global warming, top NASA scientist said
the situation has gotten so bad that the only way we can destroy this climate crisis is
DRASTIC ACTION. James Hansen told Congress that the earth’s atmosphere has zoomed
far past the “dangerous level” for greenhouse gases and needs to get back to 1988 levels,
He said that the Earth’s Atmosphere can only stay this packed with man made greenhouse
gases for a couple more decades without changes such as mass extinction, ecosystem
collapse, and dramatic sea level rise. “We’re toast if we don’t get on a very different path,”
Hansen, director of the Goddard Institute of Space Sciences who is sometimes called the
godfather of global warming, told the press. “This is the last chance.” To cut emissions,
Hansen said that coal fired power plants that don’t capture carbon dioxide shouldn’t be used
in US by 2025, and should be eliminated in the whole world by 2030. That carbon capture
technology is still being developed and not yet cost effective for power plants. Hansen,
echoing the work of other scientists, said that in five to ten years, the Arctic will be free of
sea ice in the summer. Longtime global warming skeptic Sen. James Inhoofe, R-Okla., citing
a recent poll, said, “Hansen, Gore, and the media have been trumpeting man made climate
doom since the 80s. But nobody is buying it.”

But Rep. Ed Markey, D-Mass., commitee chairman, said, “Dr. Hansen was right. Twenty
years later, we recognize him as a climate prophet.”
